The photographic part of the CzechMania 2004/2005 design festival, represented by Stein and 
Issa, was split into two parts: the exhibition and the project - the second part will be used as 
the promotion for the whole event. For each part a unique set of photographs with a different 
concept was created: The CzechMania Messages and The CzechMania Design.  The CzechMania 
Messages reflect the trends of young generation, which accepts today’s fashion and design and 
at the same time transforms it in their own creative way. The main criteria for choosing the 
„models“ is a strong personal inventive approach, witty appearance and creativity working 
against stereotype. Messages have an important rule in this part, either spontaneously created 
or precisely prepared, accompanied with the Prague Castle silhouette in the background. The 
Czechmania Design set is a survey in its own way, trying to capture the original, somehow 
superhuman, design created by the young Czech designers in the real world of Prague streets.
